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1. Bibliographic Database:

BiblioIdeas.mdb contains the data of the Bibliographic database. This database contains only one table and can stay for the moment in Microsoft® Access 97.
IDEASBiblioProg2006.mdb is the Microsoft® Access 2003 program to look at the data.

These mdb files have to be put in the directory C:\IDEAS\Biblio
If you want to put them in an other directory, you will need to update the links. This can be done as follow:

1. Open the database IDEASBiblioProg2006.mdb and Close the opening form
2. In the Database Tables, delete the table tbl_Biblio (table in front of which there is an arrow). 
3. In the menu File \ Get External Data \ Links Tables…
Choose the file BiblioIdeas.mdb in the directory where you have put the database and click on Link.

4. Choose the lonely table tbl_Bibilo and click on OK.

5. You have now updated the link and can work with the database.

2. Internal Contamination Database:

InternalContData.mdb contains the data of the Internal Contamination database. This database contains tables and can stay for the moment in Microsoft® Access 97.

IinternalContProg2006.mdb is the Microsoft® Access 2003 program to look at the data.

These mdb files have to be put in the directory C:\IDEAS\Int_Cont 

If you want to put them in an other directory, you will need to update the links. This can be done as follow:

1. Open the database InternalContProg2006.mdb and Close the opening form

2. In the Database Tables, delete the tables tbl_Case, tbl_Dose and tbl_MonitoringResults (in front of these tables, there is an arrow). Do not delete the other tables.

3. In the menu File \ Get External Data \ Links Tables…
Choose the file InternalContData.mdb in the directory where you have put the database and click on Link.

4. Select the 3 tables  tbl_Case, tbl_Dose and tbl_MonitoringResults and click on OK. 
5. You have now updated the links and can work with the database. These 3 tables are back in the Database Tables with an arrow in front of them.
If you have contamination cases which are not in the database, we are very interested in these cases. Please contact me at churtgen@sckcen.be . And we will introduce these cases into the database.
3. Evaluation Database:
In Work Package (WP) 3 of IDEAS project for the development of “General guidelines for the estimation of committed dose from incorporation monitoring data” several case studies have been evaluated by the contractors using reference software. 

In WP3 the evaluations provided by the contractors were collated and an Evaluation Database has been set up: Case_Evaluation2006.mdb. This database contains reduced information for 87 evaluations on 49 cases (17 radioisotopes) permitting to compare different evaluation’s approach on the same case scenario and allowing the link to the Internal Contamination Database were the original follow up data can be found. From the database it is possible to open the file describing each evaluation where detailed information on contractor’s approach, assumed hypotheses and parameters can be found.

This database Case_Evaluation2006.mdb plus all the Microsoft® Excel files and the Microsoft® Word files should be put in the directory C:\IDEAS\Evaluations.

There are links between the database and the Word and Excel files. All these files should be in the same directory.

There is also a link between Case_Evaluation2006.mdb and the IinternalContProg2006.mdb. So if the directories are not the same as stated above, the link is broken. In this case it is a bit more complicate to restore the link.
